Printing Instructions for Lower Case American English Letters in the Alphabet
1. Straight vertical strokes with and without horizontal strokes
i, l, t,

Order:  l, i, t, 

l has 1 stoke.  The Letter l is the same as the Number 1 (one).
l has one vertical line. 
l begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  
i has 2 stokes.  i is a short letter l with a dot above it.

i begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one dot directly over the vertical line between the top line and the middle line.
t has 2 stokes.  t is T with the one horizontal line at the middle line, not at the top line.

t is l with one horizontal line crossing the middle of the vertical line.

t begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight horizontal line that crosses the middle of the vertical line from the left side to the right side on the middle line.

2. Straight vertical, horizontal, and diagonal strokes
k v w x z

Order:  x v w z k
x has 2 stokes.  x is X with shorter crossed diagonal lines that is the lines begin at the middle line, not at the top line.

x begins with one straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side.  The two strokes cross in their middle.

v has 2 stokes.  v is V with shorter diagonal lines that is the lines begin at the middle line, not at the top line.


v begins with one straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side.  The two strokes meet at their bottom.

w has 4 stokes.  w is W with shorter diagonal lines 

w has two connected v.  The second and third strokes connect at their top.

w begins with one straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side.  The first and second strokes meet at their bottom.  Then, the third stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the beginning of the second straight vertical linear stroke on the middle line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.  The second and third strokes meet at their top.  Then, the fourth stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side.  The third and fourth strokes meet at their bottom.

z has 3 stokes.  z is Z with lower diagonal lines that is the lines begin at the middle line, not at the top line.
z is the same letter when flipped upside down, that is a flipped z is z.

z has two horizontal lines with one meeting diagonal line.  
z begins with one straight horizontal linear stroke from left to right on the middle line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke from left to right on the bottom line.  Then, the third stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the right side of top horizontal line to the left side of the bottom horizontal line that connects the two horizontal lines.  
k has 3 stokes.  k is K with shorter diagonal lines that is k has the first straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line, not the top line.


k has one vertical line with two diagonal lines meeting vertical line at the middle.

k begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one right side, straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the middle of the space between the middle line and the bottom line, from the right side to the left side, that meets vertical line at the ¼ mark.  Then, the third stroke is one right side, straight diagonal linear stroke from the ¼ mark to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.

3. Ovular strokes
f, h, m, n, r, s, u 
Order:  r, n, m, h, u, f, s 

r has 2 stokes.  r has one short vertical line with a right, overlap semi-circle.

r begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the bottom line to the middle line on top of the first stroke.  Just before the straight vertical line touches the middle line, the linear stroke becomes a semi-circle stroke from the left side to the middle line to the right side.  
n has 2 strokes.  n is r with the curve extended to the bottom line.  


n begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the bottom line to the middle line on top of the first stroke.  Just before the straight vertical line touches the middle line, the linear stroke becomes a semi-circle stroke from the left side to the middle line to the right side.  Next, the stroke makes one straight vertical linear stroke to the bottom line.  

m has 3 strokes.  m is two n.  The last line of the first m and the first line of the second m overlap. 

m begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the bottom line to the middle line on top of the first stroke.  Just before the straight vertical line touches the middle line, the linear stroke becomes a semi-circle stroke from the left side to the middle line to the right side.  Next, the stroke makes one straight vertical linear stroke to the bottom line.  Then, the third stroke is a repeat of the second stroke.  Then, the third stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the bottom line to the middle line on top of the second stroke.  Just before the straight vertical line touches the middle line, the linear stroke becomes a semi-circle stroke from the left side to the middle line to the right side.  Next, the stroke makes one straight vertical linear stroke to the bottom line.

h has 2 strokes.  h is n with long vertical line, not a short vertical line, on the left side.

h begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the bottom line to the middle line on top of the first stroke.  Just before the straight vertical line touches the middle line, the linear stroke becomes a semi-circle stroke from the left side to the middle line to the right side.  Next, the stroke makes one straight vertical linear stroke to the bottom line.

u has 2 strokes.  u is similar to U with shorter vertical lines that is the lines begin at the middle line, not at the top line.  Additionally, u ends with an right overlap vertical line.

u is an upside down n  
u begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to just above the bottom line.  Just before the straight vertical line touches the bottom line, the linear stroke becomes a semi-circle stroke from the left side to the right side.  Then, the semi-circle stroke becomes one straight vertical line from almost the bottom line to the middle line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line on top of the right side of the first stroke.

f has 2 strokes.  f has one right-facing semi-circle stoke that becomes a vertical stroke with a horizontal stroke crossing the middle of the vertical line.

f begins with one right-facing semi-circle stoke from just below the top line.  Next, this stroke becomes a straight vertical linear stroke from just below the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight horizontal line that crosses the middle of the vertical line from the left side to the right side on the middle line.

s has 1 stoke.  s is S with the first semi-circle stoke from just below the middle line, not the top line.


s begins with one half-size, right-facing, semi-circle stoke from just below the middle line to the middle line to half-way between the middle line and the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side.  Then, the second stroke is one half-size, left-facing, semi-circle stroke from halfway between the middle line and the bottom line to the bottom line to just above the bottom line, from the left side to the right side to the left side.  

4. Straight and ovular strokes with a tail

j, y
order

y, j
y has 2 strokes.  y is similar to Y with shorter diagonal lines that is the lines begin at the middle line, not at the top line.  Additionally, y ends with one diagonal line to the lower line, not a vertical line to the bottom line.

y begins with one straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from left to right.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the lower line, from the right side to the left side.  The two straight diagonal lines meet on the bottom line.    
j has 2 strokes.  j is similar to u with j going to the lower line, not the bottom line; with j being the right half of u, and j having a dot directly above it like an i.

j begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to just above the lower line.  Just before the straight vertical line touches the lower line, the linear stroke becomes a semi-circle linear stroke from the right side to the left side.  Then, the second stroke is one dot directly over the vertical line between the top line and the middle line.

5. Circular strokes
c, o 
Order:  c, o 
c has 1 stoke.  c is C with the circular stroke from the middle line, not the top line.
c is semi-circle.  
c begins with one semi-circle right-facing stoke from just below the middle line to the top of the middle line to the bottom line to just above the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side.

o has 1 stoke.  o is O with the circular stroke from the middle line, not the top line.

o is a circle.  o is c with the circle continuing and completing.

o begins with a circular stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side until the circle is complete.

5. Circular strokes with a straight stroke
a, b, d, e
order

a, d, b, e,
a has 2 strokes.  a is o with a right vertical line.

a begins with a circular stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side until the circle is complete.  Then, the second stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line on the right side of the circle on top of the circular stroke.  

d has 2 strokes.  d is a with a long straight line on the right side of the circle.
d begins with a circular stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side until the circle is complete.  Then, the second stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line on the right side of the circle on top of the circular stroke.  

b has 2 strokes.  b is a with a long straight line on the left side of the circle...  

b is flipped sideways d.
b begins with a circular stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side until the circle is complete.  Then, the second stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line on the left side of the circle on top of the circular stroke.  

e has 2 strokes.  e is c with a horizontal line from the end of the right top curve to the middle of the curve.
e begins with one semi-circle right-facing stoke from just below the middle line to the top of the middle line to the bottom line to just above the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side.  Then, the second stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke on the middle line from the right to the left to connect to the curved line.  

6. Circular strokes with tail

g, p, q
Order:  g, q, p
g has 2 strokes.  g is a with a left curved tail on the right side
g begins with a circular stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side until the circle is complete.  Then, the second stroke begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to just above the lower line on the right side of the circle on top of the circular stroke.  Just before the straight vertical line touches the lower line, the linear stroke becomes a semi-circle linear stroke from the right side to the left side.  
q has 2 strokes.  q is a with a right curved tail on the right side.  q has the flipped tail of g.
q begins with a circular stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side until the circle is complete.  Then, the second stroke begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to just above the lower line on the right side of the circle on top of the circular stroke.  Just before the straight vertical line touches the lower line, the linear stroke becomes a semi-circle linear stroke from left to right.
p has 2 strokes.  p is a with a straight tail on the left side.  p is side-ways flipped q with a straight, not curved, tail.  
p begins with a circular stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side until the circle is complete.  Then, the second stroke begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the middle line to the lower line on the left side of the circle n top of the circular stroke.
