Printing Instructions for Upper Case American English Letters in the Alphabet
1. Straight vertical linear strokes with horizontal linear strokes
E, F, H, I, L, T
Order: L, F, E, H, T, I
L has 2 stokes.  L has one vertical line with one bottom extended horizontal line. 
L begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke from the base of the vertical line to the right on the bottom line.
F has 3 stokes.  F is an upside down L with one middle extended horizontal line.  

F begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke from the top of the vertical line to the right on the top line...  Then, the third stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke from the middle of the vertical line to the right on the middle line.
E has 4 stokes.  E is an F with one bottom extended horizontal line.
E begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke from the top of the vertical line to the right on the top line.  Then, the third stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke from the middle of the vertical line to the right on the middle line.  Then, the fourth stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke from the bottom of the vertical line to the right on the bottom line.
H has 3 stokes.  H has two vertical lines with one middle connecting horizontal line.
H is the same letter when flipped upside down, that is an upside down H is H.

H begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, to the right, second stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the third stoke is one straight horizontal linear stroke on the middle line from the left side to the right side that connects the left vertical line to the right vertical line at their middle.
T has 2 stokes.  T has one vertical line topped by one top crossing horizontal line.

T begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke on the top line from the left side to the right side that crosses the top of the vertical line. 
I has 3 stokes.  I is a T bottomed by one crossing horizontal line. 
I begins with a straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is a straight horizontal linear stroke on the top line from the left side to the right side that crosses the top of the vertical line.  Then, the third stroke is a straight horizontal linear stroke on the bottom line from the left side to the right side that crosses the bottom of the vertical line. 

2. Straight vertical, horizontal, and diagonal linear strokes
A, K, M, N, V, W, X, Y, Z

Order: X, V, W, N, M, Z, Y, K, A
X has 2 stokes.  X has two crossed diagonal lines that meet at their middle.
X begins with one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side.  The two strokes cross in their middle.
V has 2 stokes.  V has two diagonal lines that meet at their bottom.  

V begins with one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side.  These two strokes meet at their bottom.

W has 4 stokes.  W has two connected V.  
W begins with one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side.  The first and second strokes meet at their bottom.  Then, the third stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the beginning of the second straight vertical linear stroke on the top line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.  The second and third strokes meet at their top.  Then, the fourth stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side.  The third and fourth strokes meet at their bottom.

N has 2 stokes.  N has two vertical lines with one meeting diagonal line.
N is the same letter when flipped upside down, that is an upside down N is N.

N begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the beginning of the straight vertical linear stroke on the top line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.  The first and second strokes meet at their top.  Then, the third stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  The second and third strokes meet at their bottom.
M has 4 stokes.  M is similar to W.  Both have two internal straight diagonal linear lines.  However, M has two external straight vertical l linear lines while W has two external straight diagonal linear lines.  Then, M and W are almost upside down opposites.  That is M when flipped upside down, M looks similar to W; and when W is flipped upside down, W looks similar to M.  
M has two vertical lines with two meeting diagonal lines.
M begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the beginning of the straight vertical linear stroke on the top line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.  The first and second strokes meet at their top.  Then, the third stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side.  The second and third strokes meet at their bottom.  Then, the fourth stroke is one straight vertical linear stroke from the beginning of the right straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  The third and four strokes meet at their top.
Z has 3 stokes.  Z and N are side opposites, a turned N is a Z, and a turned Z is an N.
Z is the same letter when flipped upside down, that is a flipped Z is Z.

Z has two horizontal lines connected by one diagonal line.  
Z begins with one straight horizontal linear stroke from left to right on the top line.  Then, the second stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke from left to right on the bottom line.  Then, the third stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the right side of top horizontal line to the left side of the bottom horizontal line that connects the two horizontal lines.  
Y has 3 stokes.  Y has two diagonal lines meeting at the middle, which becomes an extended vertical line.
Y begins with one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the middle line, from left to right.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the middle line, from right to left.  The two straight diagonal lines meet on the middle line.  Then, the third stroke is one straight horizontal linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line.  
K has 3 stokes.  K has one vertical line with two diagonal lines meeting vertical line at the middle.

K begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one right side, straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the middle line, from the right side to the left side, that meets vertical line at the middle.  Then, the third stroke is one right side, straight diagonal linear stroke from the middle line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side.
A has 3 stokes.  A is an H with diagonal, not vertical lines.

A has two vertical lines with one middle connecting horizontal line.
A begins with one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the left side to the right side meeting the first diagonal line at the top.  Then, the third stoke is a straight horizontal linear stroke on the middle line from the left side to the right side that connects the left diagonal line to the right diagonal line at their middle.
3. Vertical linear strokes with semi-circular and ovular strokes
B, D, J, P, R, S, U

Order:  D, P, R, B, J, U, S
D has 2 stokes.  D has one straight vertical line with a right side, full-sized semi-circle.

D begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one full-size, left -facing (from the left side to the right side to the left side), semi-circle stroke on the right side of the straight vertical line that begins at the top of the straight vertical line and ends at the bottom of the straight vertical line.  
P has 2 stokes.  P has one straight vertical line with a right side, half-size, upper, semi-circle.
P begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one half-size, left -facing (from the left side to the right side to the left side), semi-circle stroke on the right side of the straight vertical line, which begins at the top of the straight vertical line and ends at the middle of the straight vertical line.  
R has 3 stokes.  R is a P with a right side, bottom, diagonal line to the right.
P begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one half-size, left -facing (from the left side to the right side to the left side), semi-circle stroke on the right side of the straight vertical line, which begins at the top of the straight vertical line and ends at the middle of the straight vertical line.  Then, the third stroke is one middle line to bottom line diagonal linear stroke from the left side to the right side from halfway down the lower right section of the semi-circle to the bottom line.  
B has 3 stokes.  B is a P with a right side, bottom, half-sized, semi-circle.
B begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  Then, the second stroke is one half-size, upper left -facing (from the left side to the right side to the left side), semi-circle stroke on the right side of the straight vertical line, which begins at the top of the straight vertical line and ends at the middle of the straight vertical line.  Then, the third stroke is one half-size, lower left -facing (from the left side to the right side to the left side), semi-circle stroke on the right side of the straight vertical line, which begins at the middle of the straight vertical line and ends at the bottom of the straight vertical line.  
J has 1 stoke.  J has one straight vertical line with a left, bottom semi-circle.
J begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to the bottom line.  However, just before the straight vertical line touches the bottom line, the stroke becomes a left semi-circle stroke.

U has 1 stoke.  U is a backwards J with one left, bottom semi-circle becoming one vertical line to the top.  
U begins with one straight vertical linear stroke from the top line to just above the bottom line.  Just before the straight vertical line touches the bottom line, the linear stroke becomes a semi-circle stroke from the left side to the right side.  Then, the semi-circle stroke becomes one straight vertical line from almost the bottom line to the top line.
S has 1 stoke.  S has two semi-circles with the top semi-circle right-facing and the bottom semi-circle left -facing.

S begins with one half-size, right-facing, semi-circle stoke from just below the top line to the top line to the middle line, from the right side to the left side to the right side.  Then, the second stroke is one half-size, left-facing, semi-circle stroke from the middle line to the bottom line to just above the bottom line, from the left side to the right side to the left side.  

4. Circular strokes  
C, G, O, Q

Order:  C, O, Q, G
C has 1 stoke.  C has one right-facing semi-circle.  
C begins with one semi-circle right-facing stoke from just below the top line to the top of the top line to the bottom line to just above the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side.
O has 1 stoke.  O is a circle.  O is C with the circle continuing and completing.
O begins with a circular stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side until the circle is complete.
Q has 2 stokes.  Q is an O with a below the line, diagonal line tail.
Q begins with a circular stroke from the top line to the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side until the circle is complete.  Then, the second stroke is one straight diagonal line, from the left side to the right side on the lower right side of the circle to the bottom line.
G has 3 stokes.  G is a C with a right side, low short, vertical line topped by a crossing middle horizontal line.
G begins with one semi-circle right-facing stoke from just below the top line to the top of the top line to the bottom line to just above the bottom line, from the right side to the left side to the right side.  Then, the second stroke is one straight vertical line from the bottom of the semi-circle to the middle line.  Then, the third stroke is one straight horizontal line on the middle line from the left side to the right side that crosses the top of the vertical line.
